	Purpose

	The Community Involvement and Program Initiatives Branch (CIPIB) is dedicated to building the capacity and recognizing the accomplishments of EPA staff working with communities.  Community involvement can be difficult and often time-consuming aspect of the Superfund site clean up.  By recognizing the hard work of Remedial Project Managers (RPMs) and On Scene Coordinators (OSCs) who garner the trust of communities, we build the capacity of all Superfund staff and site teams to find more effective and innovative ways to clean up sites.

	Award Description and Categories

	Remedial Project Manager

	This award recognizes individual Remedial Project Managers (RPMs) for their exceptional efforts to provide residents in areas around Superfund sites with the tools to participate in discussions concerning cleanups.  By including citizens early in the Superfund process and continually making resources available to residents, the RPMs help give an effective voice to community members. 

	On-Scene Coordinator 

	This award recognizes individual On-Scene Coordinators (OSCs) who excel in their efforts to support community involvement and especially for their exceptional efforts to provide residents with the critical information they need during removals and emergency responses.

	Eligibility

	To be eligible for this award, individuals must have made outstanding contributions that clearly distinguish their achievements from those of other highly qualified OSCs and RPMs. For the 2010 awards, these actions should have occurred during the October 1, 2008 – September 30, 2009 time frame.

	Nomination Process

	Regional Community Involvement Coordinators and Regional Community Involvement Managers nominate candidates, with assistance from the site team.  The site does not have to be on the National Priorities List (NPL).  A total of two nominations per category will be accepted per region.  To nominate a candidate, please complete the attached nomination form.
